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The Bialystok School of Economics
European policy statement

The Bialystok School of Economics (WSE)was granted the right to provide Bachelor's studies
specializing in Economics on 05.01.1996and on 16.01.2001the Universitywas granted permis-
sion to provide education leading to the Master's degree in Economics.

The subjects offered concern the internationalproblems and especially the evolution of political,
economic, social and culturalrelationshipsin Europe. Therefore,appropriate specializationshad
to be developed (Foreign Trade and European Studies within the confines of Economics). It
resulted in creating post-graduate studies of 'Foreign Trade Economics'.

The Bialystok School of Economics cares for the graduate who knows micro- and macro- eco-
nomics including international conditioning. In order to achieve the aforementioned goal, the
Universityapplied to the Ministry of Education and Sport for creating the International Relations
specialization.

The University'sview on education is following:

Economies and communities must know as much as possible about the effects of the
development of political and economic systems, civilisation changes, their common and
different trends concerning historical and cultural backgrounds by reason of increasing
internationalism of life, increasing (usually asymmetrically) correlation and globalization
trends. The education is to aid the understanding of our own individuality fighting against
xenophobia, the understanding of the importance of different value systems respecting
human dignity of all the people regardless their race, religion or political views.

The development of integration processes in Europe together with qualitative and quanti-
tative institutional increase is the basis of modern education concerning various fields of
economic, political and cultural life. The universalfeature of the present demand for work
is its concentration on a graduate who is extensivelyeducated as the rapidly complicating
relationsand correlations need thinking beyond the standards.

The studies at WSE at the speciality of the International Trade are of the interdisciplinary
nature. Preparing the curricula, it was aimed to keep balance within three main fields of
study:

(a) economic problems,

(b) political problems,

(c) humanistic problems (concerning culture, philosophy and ethics in various aspects
and configurations).

The example here can be the subjects which educate students open to international problems:
Cultural Anthropology, InternationalLaw, International Relations History, Political Geography; In-
ternational Relations Theory International Political Relations, Contemporary Political Systems,

InternationalEconomic Relations, International Organizations, International Simulations, Civilisa-
tion Theories, Liberal Concept of Free Market, Globalizationand Economic Growth, Economics
and Religionin CivilisationPerspective, Protection of Human Rights, Modern Political Ideas, Civil-
isation Trends in the Developmentof European Institutions, Global Civilisation Problems, Political
Philosophy Elements, Mass Media and Mass Culture, ParliamentarismHistory.

Atthe InternationalRelationsspecialization of studies, the Universityemphasises the importance
of learning foreign languages (two obligatory foreign languages, 360 lesson hours each) and
information science (the WSE students can obtain the European Computer Drivining Licence
which is confirmed by the Polish Information Science Association).

In order to achieve the aforementioned educational goals the Universityco-operates with foreign
institutions and scientific centres. The University has very good relations with the strategic
importance (which is the result of the integration with the European Union) with universitiesin
Belarus (J. Kupala State University of Hrodna, Belarussian State University of Economics in
Minsk and its branches in Bobrujsk and Pinsk), Ukraine (co-operation with the representatives
of The Ukrainianacademy of Science), Lithuania ( co-operation with the Lithuanian Academy of
Science). TheUniversityhas also started co-operationwith the Instituteof Geography of Bulgarian
Academy of Sciences. Direct contacts, exchange of information as well as active participation in
conferences and seminars organized by parties serve the development of educational process
and discussing important and controversial problems. The example can be the international
conference concerning the Neman Euroregion (Wigry, Vilnius, June 2002), employment market
(Augustow; October 2002) or the conferences on modern education (Hrodna, February 2002).

The important factors aiding the positively created education philosophy are scientific appren-
ticeships leading to the Doctor's and Assistant Professor's degrees of the staff, co-operation
of students and their scientific circles as well as common celebrations of the University and
Faculties holidays and the inauguration of the academic year The University has participated
activelyin Socrates/Erasmusprogramme and in AIESECorganization. At the moment there are
two students from Portugal and one student form Greece at the University They are the first
ones (during the academic year)to attend the classes in a tutor system taking into consideration
ECTS (European Credit transfer System). The student from Greece covers the scientific work
programme for 8 weeks of his stay at the University In both cases, the students have help from
one of the pro-rectors and they also have direct contact with the representativesof the Scientific
Circle and Students' Self-Governmentof the Bialystok School of Economics.

The university states that the 'European Knowledge' is a necessary factor of social and human
development. It is also a chance for the unity of European communities and hope for the
development of its identity with Greek roots.

We are aware of the importance of education nowadays:

it should serve the development of stable, peaceful and democratic communities,

it should educate citizensin order to enable them to face the challengesand threatsof a new
age, anewmillenniumand make them satisfiedwith their personaland social achievements.

How are these objectives met by the Bialystok School of Economics? Trying to fulfilthe demands
of the Common Declarationof the Ministriesof Educationestablishedon 19 June 1999in Bologna,
the Universityaims at:

introducing clear and comparable assessment systems during two or three years, which
should enhance the employment possibility for the European citizens as well as promote
European universityeducation,

enabling studentsto complete the education on two main levels: the Bachelorand European
ones,

co-operation, the integration of programmes of practice, research and teaching)

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ECTS - European Credit Transfer System

The recognition of studies completed abroad including diplomas from foreign universitiesis a
prerequisite for the creation of a Europe without borders in the area of education and training.
With this goal, the European Credit Transfer System was developed a few years ago to improve
the educational process and increase recognition for studies completed abroad.

The ECTSmakes it easierto compare the various formats and grading systems and it provides
a way to recognize the learning achievements of students with its system of credits and points
used to interpretthe various national systems of higher education.

The ECTSsystem s based on three core elements:

Informationon study programmes and student achievement,

Mutual agreementregarding the study programme betweenthe partner institutionsand the
student.

The use of ECTScredits to indicate student workload required for course recognition.

Informationon study programmes offered by college, faculty or institute, requirementsfor course
completion, and the academic calendar may all be found in the information packages updated
each year by participating organizations.

The ECTSsystem guaranteestransparencyin how studies are recognized and recognition by the
home institution for studies completed abroad. Thisis accomplished by:

The ECTSLearning Agreement between the two institutions contains the programme of
study to be taken by the student abroad. It also definesthe ECTScredits to be awarded for
satisfactory course completion. The person responsible for assisting students in preparing
this document is the ECTS coordinator at the home institution. Based on the student's
interests, the study programme in a given field, and the courses offered by the host insti-
tution, an optimal study program is determined in agreement with a representative of the
host institution. A copy of this signed document should be retained by both the home and
host institutions, and by the student.

TheTranscript of Records is produced afterstudies are completed at the partnerinstitution
and shows all of the courses and subjects completed together with the number of ECTS
credits awarded. Thisdocument reflectsthe student's learning achievementsin a way that
is comprehensive and easily transferablefrom the host institution's credit system to that of
the home institution.

- a copy of this transcript should be retained by both the home and host institutions as
well as the student.,

- a separate transcript of courses already completed by the student prior to studies
abroad should also be produced.
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ECTS - EUROPEAN CREDIT TRANSFER SYSTEM

ECTS credits are numerical values allocated to specific courses on the basis of student
workload required to complete the course. These credits reflect the quantity of work each
course unit requiresin relationto the total quantity of work necessaryto complete a full year
of academic study at the institution (lectures, practical work, seminars, tutorials, team work
and individual fieldwork, and private study). Of course there is a difference between the
number of credits reflecting the workload required and the grades received based on the
quality of this work.

The student must earn 60 credits per academic year, 30 per semester To earn the required
number of credits, each course unit must be completed in accordance with the requirementsand
procedures in force at a given institution.

2.3 General information about the Bialystok School of Economics

2.3.1 History

The School of Economicswas founded in responseto growinginterestin economic studiesamong
studentsin northeastPoland, whichwas not being satisfied by the existing public universitysystem
structure. The first step was the foundation of the Institute for Economic Development, whose
staff were among the academics at the Bialystok campus of Warsaw University working in the
faculties of Economics and Law, as well as those from other Warsaw universitiesand research
institutes, staff from the former Centre for Academic Researchin Bialystok, and staff from various
banks. An additional application was made to the National Ministry of Education to establish a
vocational study programme.

Further stages of the School's development:

1. The School was enteredinto the National Education Ministry's register of private institutions
of higher education on January5, 1996, under position number 77.

2. Upon adecision by the National Education Ministry, on January16, 2001the Schoolreceived
permission to offer master's studies in Economics.

3. Upon a decision by the National Ministry of Education and Sport, on July 16, 2002 the
School received permission to offer a vocational programme in InternationalRelations

Currentlythere are about 3,000 students enrolled at WSE (on March 30, 2003 the exact number
was 2,722). Not only has the number of students been steadily increasing, but also the number
of teaching staff. In 2003 there are 150 on staff. Thereare 11 faculties at WSE, plus the Centre
for Foreign Languages and the Centre for Physical Training and Sport. The WSE organizational
structurealso includesthe Library, Centrefor Researchand Analysisand the Centrefor Education.

WSEplans to provide further opportunities for graduates to complete their education, attain new
skills and raise their qualifications. The School's main tasks are:

Improvementof the educational system by adapting the teaching programs to those of the
European Union, promotion of the internationalisationprocess in education, preparation of
its graduates for active participation in a Europeansociety;

Expanding to more complex and closer cooperation with European Union schools through
student and staff exchange, initiationand participation in joint Europeanresearchprojects;

Increasing the School's own number of research projects, as well as participation of WSE
staff in conferences both in Poland and abroad;

Modernizationof the School's infrastructure,expansionof the telecommunicationsnetwork.

2.4 Registration procedures

2.4.1 Required documents

Candidates for acceptance into vocational (3-year degree) or master's (5-year degree) pro-
grammes at the School of Economics need to submit the following documents:

completed application (form provided by the School),

middle school diploma (original or copy),

diploma from completed vocational studies (to apply for the master's completion program),
three 35x47 mm photographs,

health certificate,

copy of the candidate's personal identification document (passport),

military service document may be provided but is not mandatory for foreign students,

documentation of paid registration fee and first tuition installment.

2.4.2 Enrollment limits

The number of places in the programmes are limited, acceptance is based on the order in which
applications are received and completion of the required enrolimentdocumentation.

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General practical information

3.1 Bialystok

Bialystok' is the capital of the Podlaskie Region (one of 16 Polish administrativeregions) and is
located in the north-east part of Poland. It is known as a European border city transversingtwo
cultures: Eastand West. To Warsaw - the capital of Poland - it takes about three hours by car;
to the border of Belarus almost one hour; while a drive to Kalingrad would take about four hours.
Both the road and train networks provide decent connections with the rest of the country.

Its unusually advantageous central location in Europe contributes to economic growth and has
allowed Bialystokto become an increasingly important business centre. Bialystok currently has

about 300,000inhabitants.

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Bialystokis on the border of north-east Poland in the area known as the "GreenLungs of Poland,"
which reflects its pristine natural environmentand opportunities to explore fabulous natural re-
sources. Both the city and the entire region are excellentplaces for relaxationand to live. About
32Bialystokis considered 'green’ terrain. Along the city limits there are parks, squares, and about
1400 hectares of forest which provide a specific micro-climate. Thisis completed by a group of
ponds which are used for recreation(and it is a habitat for about 210 bird species). Threenature
reservations should also be noted (covering in sum 147 hectares) which form the Knyszynska
PrimevalForest. Near Bialystokthere are also many nature preservesunique among all those in
Europeincluding:

The Bialowieski National Park - situated in the Bialowieska Primeval Forest, this park is listed
by UNESCOas a World Biosphere Reservationand as a habitat for Europeanbison, and is
also listed as a World Heritage Site;

Biebrzafiski Park Narodowy - with the largestlow peat-moss bog in Central Europe in a natural
state, naturalnym;

Narwianski National Park - contains an aquatic bird habitat unique in all of Europe;
Wigierski National Park - wherethere are lakes retained in an ecological zone;

Knyszynska Primeval Forest Scenic Park - severalforests belonging to the once massive pri-
meval forest, where numerous arboreal species are found.

Bialystok is also the cultural centre of the entire micro-region. It has many unique examples
of architecture, and cultural institutions and organisations. The city offers many attractions for
tourists. Thereare severalannual music and theatre festivals of national and internationalfame.
Bialystok has a well-developed hotel and gastronomic infrastructure (of various categories) and
several travel agencies. In its many restaurants, bars and fast-food outlets, meals from the
ecologically-produced ingredients grown in the region can be sampled.

3.1.1 History of Bialystok

The exact date of the founding of Bialystok is difficult to determine. According to legend, the
settlement which took its name from the Bialy (or White) River was established in 1320 by the
Lithuanian Prince Gedymin. The city enjoyed its greatest fame during the reign of Jan Klemens
Branicki (from the beginning of the 18th centurythrough the year 1771), he was the private owner
of Bialystok known as its patron. He was responsible for the final shape of the palace buildings
and a number of gardens and parks known as the "Polish Versaille." Because of his efforts,
Bialystokreceived city rights in 1749.

At the end of the 18th century, Poland was partitioned by Russia, Austriaand Prussia. In the year
1795, the city came under foreign rule and found itself in the partition of Poland ruled by Prussia.
In the year 1807, the Bialystok District was formed, and this became part of the Russian Empire.

Afterthe end of World War |, when the Polish nation regained its independence after 123 years of
foreignrule, Bialystokbecame an entirelyPolish city. Since 1920, Bialystokhas become animpor-
tant administrative centre, the regional capital where all official administrativeand governmental
institutions on the regional level are located.

During World War Il, Bialystokwas a magnet for thousands of refugees from central Poland. On
September 15, 1939 the city was taken by the German army. However on September 22, 1939
the Ribbentrop-Molotov Pact gave Bialystok to the Red Army of Russia. The Pact also gave
Bialystok to the Belarus Soviet Socialist Republic. As a result of the war, 75while the Sovietand
German occupations caused damages on a horrifying scale.

For some time, the nationality of the city was negotiated, and its administration was provided by
the Polish Committee for National Liberation. In 1945, Bialystok became an integral part of the
People's Republic of Poland. The following years brought reconstruction which allowed the city
to become the unquestionable capital of the region.
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FORMALITIES ASSOCIATED WITH ARRIVAL AND STAY AT WSE

After 1989, the city found itselfin the mainstream of the Polish political and economic transforma-
tions. Presently the city government try to take advantage of the specific economic conditions
in the city. No doubt that among these factors are: geographic location (close neighbors with
Belarus, Lithuanianand Russia and tourist attractions); good transportation links; the existence
of local demand and a local job market; educational centres including higher education; and city
traditions in both industry and culture.

3.2 Formalities associated with arrival and stay at WSE

Everystudent who wishesto continue their studies at the Bialystok School of Economics or faculty
member who would like to teach here within the framework of the Socrates/Erasmusprogram,
should contact the School's program coordinators. Sufficientlyearly contact is recommended via
Internet. The coordinationteam's e-mailaddress: socrates@wse.edu.plis alwaysmonitored and
so allinquiriesreceivedin this mannerwill be dealt withimmediately In planningto come to WSE,
the academic calendar should be consulted, particularlyfor the semesterbreaks. Applicationsfor
the winter semester should be sent by June 30th at the latest; for summer semesterby December
30th. Academic staff should make contact at least 30 days before their planned arrival.

Formal applications should be made on the application form found on the WSE web page:
wwwwse.edu.pl. The completed form should be sent by fax to (+ 48 85) 65 25 062, while
the original should be sent by post to the school address with the notation: Application for
the Socrates/ErasmusProgram. On the school's internet page there are also applications for
accommodations during studies and these should be attached to the student's application for
study.

Applications sent by the deadlines given above will allow WSEto quickly produce the required
document confirming by the School's authoritiesthat the foreign student wishesto continue their
studies in the framework of the Socrates/ErasmusProgramme. Upon receipt of this document,
the student may apply for a visa at the Polish embassy in their country (the location of all Polish
consular entities may be found on the internet page of the Polish Ministry of Foreign Affairs:
wwwmsz.gov.pl). Usually the Polish authorities grant visas for a 90-day stay valid for one year
upon issuance. Stayin Poland is legalized by applying to the local city authorities for permission
to live in that location for a defined period of time, and this must be done while the visais still valid
for a full 60 days. However there are many costs and bureaucratic requirementsassociated with
this procedure. An easier method is to extend the visa, which is automatically renewed when the
individual crosses the Polish border and returns while the visa is still valid.

It is recommended that those interested in coming to WSE become familiar with the courses
offered by the School and by filling out the questionnaire in the "Learning Agreement”. This
should be sent along with the other documents in order that an individual plan of study may be
prepared in the framework of the Socrates/ErasmusProgramme.

3.3 Travel and first steps upon arrival

The School's Programme Coordination Team should be informed (at least 7 days in advance) of
the exact date of arrival. This time will allow them to prepare the proper information regarding
travel to the School. The team will also advise on the best travel methods and an exact arrival
time. The School is located in the vicinity of both the bus and train stations which makes direct
contact upon arrivalsimple.

The most comfortable method of transportationis by plane. Warsaw, the capital of Poland, has
plane connections to most Europeancapitals. Afterarrivalat Okecie airport, one should proceed
to the train station Warsaw Central. This can be done by taking city bus number 175 which
connects the airport with the train station; or one could also take a taxicab. City bus tickets must
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be purchased in the main arrivals hall at the airport, since the bus driver does not sell them.
A normal ticket must be purchased for each passenger since only those with Polish student
identificationreceivediscounts. Additionaltickets must also be purchased for each piece of large
baggage. The price of these tickets is constantly changing. Taxi drivers also have various tariffs.
Theseshould be noted upon getting into the taxicab. We recommend that one uses the services
provided by licensed driverswho can be reached by calling 919, 96-22, 744-44-44,0r 741-41-41.

From the Warsaw Centraltrain station, there are severaltrains going in the direction of Bialystok.
A normal ticket costs about 30 PLN (for a rapid train called "rapid"in Polish, 2nd class). Current
schedules are available on the Polish Train Network's (PKP)web page: http://www.pkp.pl. These
trains generallyrun on the following schedule:

An Erasmus student from a partner school upon arrivalin Bialystokshould get in contact with the
S/E Coordination Team in order to complete any remaining formalities. The following documents
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DURING THE ERASMUS' STUDENT'S STAY

should be presentedat thistime: passport, documentissued by the home institutioncertifyingthat
the student is an Erasmus participant, a copy of the Learning Agreement, emergency insurance
for the entire length of the stay, and two photographs to be inserted in the student's index of
grades and the student's identification card which will allow them to receive discounts on city
buses and trains.

3.4 During the Erasmus' student's stay

The School will make everyeffortto ensure that students arrivingas part of the Socrates/Erasmus
Programme are able to complete the study program as outlined in their "Learning Agreement."”
Thisis why courses are given in a tutor-based system, to provide better contact betweenteacher
and student. It is assumed that in accordance with basic prerequisites, that arriving students
will have already completed at least their second year of study. In this way, they will be able to
continue their studies in a system that provides a more individualized approach based on both
curriculum and student interests. The nature of the courses (lecture, class, or conversation lab)
as well as successful completion of the subject depend on the teacher Usually a student must
prepare a paper on the given topic based on selected literature,and the student will presentand
defend this paper before the teacher/tutor The basic language of lecturesis English. The School
will also certainly provide assistance with learning the Polish language during the stay of an
Erasmusstudent. Thereare severalstudent organizationswho, along with the school authorities,
will make sure that the Erasmus students get to know the city and the region. The Coordination
Team helps to organize various types of excursions so that the Erasmus student will learn about
Polish history and culture.

During their stay, students may take advantage of the weightlifting gym located at the School as
well as participate in aerobic classes. On scheduled days of the week and during scheduled
hours, students have access to the Internet,in a computer laboratory number 36 located on the
second floor of the New Building. In this same building, (14/3 ZwyciestwaStreet)on the ground
floor thereis a canteen offering hot meals and various snacks as well as a bookstore with a wide
selection of economic literature. Students may also use the copy centre located in the library
building.

3.5 Healthcare and insurance

Students who come to study at the Bialystok School of Economics in the framework of the
Socrates/ErasmusProgrammeshould have insurancecovering the costs of treatmentof illnesses
and accidents; this must be valid for the entire length of their stay and must be purchased in their
home country. In the case of sudden illnesses or accidents, foreign students have guaranteed
free medical assistance within certain limitations.

3.6 Cost of living and accomodation
The legal tender in Poland is the Polish zloty (PLN).
1 PLN (zloty)= 100 gr (groszy)

The following coins are in circulation: 1 gr, 2 gr, 5gr, 10gr, 20 gr, 50 gr, 1 PLN, 2 PLN,5 PLN as
well as the following banknotes: 10 PLN, 20 PLN, 50 PLN, 100 PLN, 200 PLN.
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Theexchangerate fluctuateswidely, howeverit should be noted thatrecentlyit has beenfavorable
for foreign students who use the EUR currency. It should be rememberedthat the exchange rate
varies depending on where currency is purchased be it bank or private exchange office.

The School does not have its own student dormitory, but it does assist in finding apartments or
rooms for rentin the city. The price of a rented room is between 150-300 PLN (35-70 EUR) per
month. Apartmentsare more expensiveand together with utility fees (based on size and location)
may cost between 600-800 PLN (140-190 EUR) = 350-400rent + utilities: maintenance fees,
electricity gas, heat.

The cost of living in Bialystok is among the Polish average: it is somewhat lower than in other
large cities such as Warsaw. The monthly average cost of living for one student is 800-1200PLN
(190-280EUR).

3.7 Additional information

3.7.1 Academic calendar

The academic year is made up of two semesters: winter and summer. The official school year
inaugurationis usually held at the beginning of October; classes start October 1st unless school
officials have decided on a different date. Each semester lasts 15 weeks; the winter semester
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ends in January; the summer in June. At the beginning of February there is a week-long break
between semesters. Throughoutthe yearthere are three exam sessions during which no classes
are held: these are the winter, summer and fall (repeat) exam sessions. In addition to the breaks
listed above there are also vacation breaks: the wintervacation (during the holidays of Christmas
and New Year's) the spring vacation (during the Easterholidays) and the summer vacation (July,
August and September). In addition, classes are not held on holidays such as: School Year
Inauguration, November 1st (All Saints Day) November 11th (Polish Independence Day), May 1st
(Labour Day), May 3rd (Polish Constitution Day), Corpus Christi (a moveable religious holiday).

Additional holidays are determined by the Rectorin the form of Rector's Days or Hours.

Student Council

Students may choose to actively participate in college life through the Student Council,
which protectstherights of students and representsthem before School officials. Inaddition
two delegates are seated in the WSE Senate, where they have the opportunity to actively
participate in the development of the Bialystok School of Economics. The Student Council
organises the cultural aspects of student life as well. Studentsin each year of their studies
are invited to parties especially for them: for first year students, there is the "Shakeit Up
Party," next, the "HalfwayThereParty"for 2nd year students, and finally, the Graduates' Ball.
The WSEStudentCouncil co-organises the May JuvenaliaFestivaland other student events
such as the WSE Open House. Council representativesparticipate in many conferences
and seminars. Asdelegatesto the StudentParliamentof the Republic of Poland - the highest
level of student representationin Poland - they can participate in decisions on the most
important student issues nationwide. WSE also has its representativesin the Intra-mural
National Independent Association of Students from Private Universities"MONSSUN". The
Student Council continuously looks for ways to increase its cooperation with the Bialystok
city officials as well as other colleges across the country.

AIESEC

The International Association for Students of Economics and Trade was founded in 1948
and currently has 60,000 members from 87 countries. It is a non-political, non-profit
and independent organisation fully managed by students. In Poland there are 24 local
committees including the Bialystok AIESECLocal Committee made up of students from
the Bialystok School of Economics, Bialystok University the Bialystok Polytechnic and
the College of Finance and Management. AIESECis open to all students in all faculties
at each school of higher education. The main aim of its activities is to help students
gain practical experience and theoretical knowledge needed for their first jobs; and to
increase cooperation betweenthose in education and businesses. Each year AIESECDay
is organised to present AIESECand its activitiesto those in academia, particularlythose in
their first year of studies. Thiseventservesto bring new members to the Local Committee.
Thereare also annual training sessions and seminars organised together with businesses.
These serve to improve the skills and qualifications of students-future employees, and to
present the companies, who in cooperation with AIESEC, often recruit new employees
among these students.

At present, AIESEC'smost important role is related to its International Training Exchange
Programme (ITEP).This Programme allows Polish students to go abroad to countries of
their choosing for practical training, and it also gives Polish companies an opportunity to
hire students or graduates from abroad.

Bialystok Association of Students and Graduates "Geniuss"

The association was formed in 1998. It was created by students from Bialystok colleges.
Amongtheinitiatorsand founderswererepresentativesof the School of Economics' Student
Council. Their goal is the organisation and support of a wide range of initiatives in the
academic environmentincluding culture, sport and tourism; to assist in the promotion of
students from this region on the job market; and to representthe city of Bialystokas well as
the entire Podlaskie region on a national scale.

The Association performs its role by supporting all forms of activities which improve living
standards in the academic environment, raising funds and using them in accordance with
its programme of activities, in cooperation with other colleges, local governmentand public
administrations, economic and social organizations, educational and cultural centres both
in Poland and abroad. It is open to all students who wish to actively participate in the
academic life of Bialystok.

University Economics Club "Wszechnica"
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The club was founded in December 1998 and has only begun its work. Evenso, its rep-
resentativeshave already participated in Grodno UniversityOrganisationand Management
Day (May 13-15, 1999), and in June and July they participated in an educational camp
organised together with students from the Faculty of Economics at the University of Bia-
lystok. They have also begun cooperation with other student economic clubs at colleges
throughout Poland, and have already participated in two student academic conferences.

Academic Sports Union Club

The club was formed in 1998 based on a great show of interestin physical fithess among
WSE students. Presently the basketball and swimming teams are the most dynamic.
Studentsactivelyand successfully participate in competitions organised by the club. Since
academic year 2002/2003 the School has had a fully-equipped weightlifting gym where
expert instructors assist, and an aerobics room also at its disposition. In this way, WSE
provides its students all of what is required for their interestin physical fithess.

3.7.3 City transportation

Bialystok is an average-sized city which is why the most convenient and relativelyleast costly
way to get around the city is to use the public city bus system. It provides, during the usual
hours, a way to get from one end of the city to the other relatively quickly: in about 40-50
minutes. Bus stops are clearly marked and schedules are posted there as well as the exact
route. All information regarding routes and schedules may also be found on the internet page:
www.zokm.pl. Most lines run according to schedule, however one should remember that at the
busiest time - between 15:00 and 17:00, there may be delays. The bus network covers all of
Bialystokincluding its suburbs. Thereare also night buses running on schedules.

Upon arrival, we offer Erasmus students assistance in getting to know the city as well as the bus
lines. We ask that students do not use city transportation, however until they are sure which
tickets should be purchased. Untilthe student has their studentidentificationthey must purchase
full-fare tickets. Bialystok is divided into two bus zones: I-city and llI-suburbs. Thereis a price
difference between tickets valid only in zone | and those valid only in zone Il as well as between
those valid in both zones. Crossing zones requiresthe possession of a valid ticket for the second
zone. In sum, a ticket may be purchased for travelin both zones or just one. Single-ridetickets
may be purchased in kiosks or shops found throughoutthe city. Monthly bus passes are available
at selected distribution outlets. One of these is located near the School on ZwyciestwaStreet. A
regular-faremonthly bus pass valid for all city bus lines (zone 1) costs 50 PLN, while a single-ride
ticket costs 1.80 PLN. Those with valid Polish student identification receive a discount on the
monthly bus pass (zonel): 25 PLN, and single-ride tickets for 0.90 PLN.

3.7.4 Local public administration offices and institutions

Most public administrationoffices are open Monday through Friday (seldom on Saturday)between
the hours of 7:30-15:30. Of course, each of them may have slightly different hours as well.

Post offices and banks are generally open between the hours of 8:00-18:00 Monday through
Friday. On Saturdays, they have shorter working hours, usually open until 13:00 and some until
15:00. On Sundays all banks and most post offices are closed. At the post office one may
purchase stamps or telephone cards and send packages. Public telephones may be used with
magnetic or chip cards. These can be found at every post office or in the nearby vicinity of post
offices as well at many points throughout the city including at the School itself. Thesetelephones
may used to call almostanywherein Poland or abroad. Internationalconnections can be made for
less cost using special internationaltelephone cards available at post offices. Near the School,
the post office is open all day, sevendays a week. Thereis also a branch of KredytBank, S.A in
the vicinity,

For an Erasmus student to open a savings account at a Polish bank there are many formalities
involvedincluding the requirementof a permanentresidency document, and thereforewe recom-
mend that students have theirown host country bank debit cards with access to Polish automated
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cash machines. Such cards include VISA VISAElectron, or Master Card. Thefee for using these
automated cash machines at a Polish bank will not be more than the fee for having an account in

Poland or the fee for transferringfunds to a Polish bank account.

Most food shops are open 7 days a week, hours vary. Some are open from 6:00 in the morning
until21:00- 22:00. Throughoutthe city, there are also shops open around the clock. Othershops,

with clothing, shoes or books are generally open from 9:00 - 10:00 to 18:00.

The WSE Library is a specialised academic facility Its collections meet the academic and
didactic needs of the School with an emphasis on economic and social sciences (macro and
micro economics, finance, banking, accounting, economic geography, insurance, sociology;,
psychology, law, economic history, the labour market,employment, education, senior citizensand
their issues, social infrastructure, etc.) The collections contain about 25,000 volumes and their
number is continuously increasing. In addition, there are periodicals available (both magazines
and newspapers): 167 titles of which 117 are under current subscription. The Library also
offers special collections of maps, audio and video cassettes, multimedia productions, as well
as databases on CD-ROM or diskette. The following catalogue databases may be accessed
on-line:

Computerised catalogues (of books and magazines) - may be searched by various criteria
such as author, co-author, title, single word in title, publisher, key words or subject,

Bibliographic Guide (1978-2001) - contains information on all books published in Poland be-
tween 1978-2001,

Bibliography of Magazine and Journal Contents (1996-2001) - selective bibliography of the
contents of Polish journals, mainly academic-scientific and two newspapers: "Rzecz-
pospolita" and "GazetaWyborcza" published between 1996 - 2001. The bibliography for
the years 2002 and 2003 is accessible in print version (a monthly) or via internet,

computerised catalogues of other libraries and databases accessible via the Internet.

The Reading Room provides room for 46 people to work quietly. Its collections may be used by
anyoneinterested. Areadershould have a library card with its bar code in order to borrow books.

TheCentrefor Researchand Analysiswasfounded in orderto initiateand plan academic research.
It performs this task by providing technical and financial support for faculty research, collecting
and making accessible source materials on socio-economic matters in the region of the eastern
borderlands, performing and coordinating research on the job market on a regional, national
or central-eastern European scale. Currently there are over 40 research studies in progress
including, among others projects on Europeanintegration, the job market, and regional and local
development.

The Centre produces a quarterly survey of economic conditions in the Podlaskie region. The
basic tool used is a business trend survey of 500 businesses and 350 households. The results
are published in the form of a report titled: "Economic Sentiment Indicators for the Podlaskie
Region."Other target projects financed by outside sources include:

Vocational mobilization of higher education graduates through expanding the activities of
the CareerBureauin the framework of the Program for Vocational Mobilisation "FirstJob."

In its analysis of the employment needs of students and graduates, the Centre monitors newly
created and liquidated jobs throughout the region and it also directs the activities of the Bureau
for the Vocational Promotion of WSE Students and Graduates.
